A Message from the Conference Moderator
Dear Sisters and Brothers in Christ,
 
I begin by extending a heartfelt thank you to those of you who have been in communication with me during the past year regarding a wide variety of matters that impact our life together as the Minnesota Conference of the United Church of Christ.  Thank you for the many ways in which you faithfully live and serve, in your own communities and beyond.  Thank you for your deep passion around different issues.  In particular, I express my sincere appreciation to the committed volunteers throughout the Conference who serve in so many ways.  Thank you!

I continue by thanking those of you who have contacted me over the past few weeks, and in this light I encourage all of us to attend one of the Pilgrim Point Camp Listening Sessions scheduled for this weekend.  As you likely know, the Board of Directors voted to suspend operations at Pilgrim Point, and to propose a budget to the 2009 Conference Annual Meeting that reflects this decision.  What we're proposing is that we temporarily cease operations at Pilgrim Point.  This will give us a chance, as a Conference, to determine what the future of Pilgrim Point might be and to allow us some time to discuss constructive future alternatives for the Camp and for Outdoor Ministries.  Conference staff and members of the Board of Directors will be present this weekend to hear our questions, concerns and guidance as together we move this conversation forward.

I conclude by sharing that I also hope you'll join us as we gather for our Annual Meeting at St. Ben's the first weekend in June.  On Friday afternoon June 5 members of the Board of Directors will share how we arrived at where we are now, going back as far as 1991 or further.  We'll also reflect on the changing demographics of our society, the Church, and the United Church of Christ here in Minnesota and across the denomination, and how camping ministries continue to be affected by these changes.  In addition we'll consider the data that's been collected in the ongoing effort to develop a business plan for Pilgrim Point Camp.  We'll hear about Conference finances, and Camp finances in particular.  We'll also look forward and try to anticipate how we might proceed from here.  The Executive Committee of the Board of Directors has proposed two Task Forces - One would be a "Pilgrim Point Camp Task Force," which would be asked to explore ways Camp operations might resume after 2010.  This may include focused conversations regarding potential uses of the gorgeous property that is Pilgrim Point, studies of other church camps, and the development of a plan that demonstrates growth in participation and financial stability.  The other would be an "Outdoor Ministries Task Force."  This group would be asked to help us understand what outdoor ministry opportunities are available to Conference churches in 2010.  This group might also be asked to help us envision other Outdoor Ministry programming opportunities that would help us fulfill our priority of nurturing the faith formation of children, youth and adults.  If this is how we decide to proceed, the Nominating Work Group is prepared to meet and have a slate of nominees for these two Task Forces to the Board of Directors by August 1, 2009.  The groups would be asked to have initial reports to the Board by November 7, 2009.

I look forward to seeing many of you this weekend (I'll be in Alexandria) and many more of you when we gather at St. Ben's June 5, 6 and 7.

Joys and Concerns
1. We add our prayers and blessings to many being sent to the Rev. John Thomas, General Minister and President of the United Church of Christ.  Rev. Thomas will end his term on September 30, 2009.  Last week Chicago Theological Seminary, a seminary of the UCC, announced that Rev. Thomas will become the Senior Advisor to the President and Visiting Professor in Church Ministries, beginning on January 1, 2010.  In this newly created office, Rev. Thomas will cultivate relationships with key constituents, support strategic fundraising efforts, foster student and faculty recruitment, provide leadership development opportunities for students, alumni and national religious leaders and teach courses.

At the May 21 meeting of the Subcommittee for Authorized Ministry (SAM) of the Minnesota Conference Committee on Ministry, five ordained ministers from other conferences were interviewed and approved for transfer of their ordained ministerial standing to the Minnesota Conference.  Welcomed to the Minnesota Conference were:

· Rev. Richard Eick, retired member of First Congregational, Zumbrota (from Northwest Association, Iowa Conference)

· Rev. Elena Larssen, Associate Conference Minister and member of First Congregational of Minnesota (from Northern California-Nevada Conference)

· Rev. Barbara Martin, pastor at First Congregational UCC, Cannon Falls (from Central Pacific Conference)

3. We continue to keep St. Charles United Church of Christ in our prayers.  Following the fire that destroyed their building, the congregation is worshipping in the Community Center in St. Charles, and beginning hopeful plans for the future.

4. We rejoice that Rev. Elena Larssen, Associate Conference Minister, has been invited to be a participant in the Transformational Leader Program, a pilot project of the General Minister and President and of the Local Church Ministries of the United Church of Christ.  The purpose of the program is to develop a pool of persons with a broad knowledge and experience of the wider church who will be open to future service in a broad range of ministries.  Elena will be one of about ten or twelve young leaders who will participate in individual assessment, goal-setting and mentoring as well as cohort meetings and a cohort project.  Congratulations, Elena!

5. We extend prayers and best wishes to Kiely Todd Roska (UCC, New Brighton), who has been nominated by the General Synod Nominating Committee to represent the Minnesota Conference United Church of Christ on the Justice and Witness Ministries Board.  She succeeds Daniel Tysver (Robbinsdale UCC) whose term is ending.  Many thanks to Dan for outstanding service.  Prayers and best wishes also to Thom Haines (Mayflower Community Congregational UCC, Minneapolis) who has been selected by the General Synod Nominating Committee to represent the Minnesota Conference United Church of Christ on the Wider  Church Ministries Board.  Thom succeeds Tom Liddle (Peace UCC, Duluth), who has resigned from the Board so that he and wife Monica can serve as missionaries on East Timor.  Hearty thanks to  Tom also for representing Minnesota faithfully and well.

3. We are grateful for the LinK program that makes it possible for various persons from the United Church of Christ to visit the Church House in Cleveland and talk together about a particular ministry issue or focus.  In the recent past, Rev. Randall Hachfeld (St. Joseph Area Health Services, Detroit Lakes) and Rev. Jeanine Dorfman (Water's Edge counseling and Healing Center)participated as professional chaplains, Mary Kaser (First Congregational, Winona) and Kevin LeVoir (Bethlehem, Maple Lake) took part in a conversation about science and religion.  And a few weeks ago Karen Evenson (Pilgrim  Congregational UCC, Benson) took part in a consultation for licensed ministers in the West Central Region.  Karen serves First Congregational UCC, Graceville and Congregational UCC, Ortonville.  Writing about this event in the most recent edition of the Parish Life and Leadership Bulletin, Rev. Dick Sparrow wrote:  "This group of 40 authorized UCC ministers were wonderfully energetic, informed and enthusiastic - bringing stories of significant mission and outreach in some of our most rural areas.  While separated by hundreds of miles 'back home,' here at church House they engaged with each other as the closest of colleagues.

Upcoming Events
Strengthen the Church
Pentecost Sunday (May 31, 2009) is suggested as the time to receive the annual "Strengthen the Church" special offering of the United Church of Christ.  Participation in the "Strengthen the Church" offering has been growing.  Data from the national offices of the UCC indicate that last year seven churches in the Minnesota Conference UCC were first-time participants, adding a total of nearly $3500 additional dollars.  In 2008 the Minnesota Conference as a whole contributed $20,000 for Strengthen the Church, an increase of $4,259 over the previous year.  
 
Contributions to "Strengthen the Church" fund The Stillspeaking Ministry, new and renewing churches, youth and young adult ministries, and lay and pastoral leadership formation - especially among women and people of color.  Fifty percent of the offering is forwarded to the national UCC; fifth percent remains in the Conference.  In the Minnesota Conference these dollars have been expended to support evangelism initiatives by local congregations, to support Congregational Vitality Training for local church members in churches from International Falls to Norwood Young America and for the Evangelism Team.  Recently, they made it possible for five persons from the Conference to participate in a process of vocational discernment regarding  conference ministry.  
 
Eighty local churches in the Minnesota Conference UCC "opted in" and are "Stillspeaking congregations;" 55 are "Five for Five" congregations - the same number that participated in the "Strengthen the Church" offering in 2008.
